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Derbyshire Delights - Technical, Scenic

WCEFK visit to Rolls Royce
Heritage Centre and
Tissington Hall...

Upon arrival at The Rolls Royce Heritage Centre in the
heart of industrial Derby the Company was met by Mr Eric
Neal, the Centre Secretary and our Guide for the morning.
Eric had worked for many years with Rolls Royce in the
engineering design field and he was delighted to share his
knowledge with us.

The Rolls-Royce Heritage Trust was established in 1981 by
a small group of employees who wanted to celebrate the
company's past achievements. Rolls Royce agreed it was
vital to keep a record of past events, but circumstances at
the time made it difficult to establish a formal Heritage
Department.

The Trust collection is housed in the old Light Alloy
Foundry, and contains a representative selection of Rolls-
Royce Limited aero-engines and sectioned parts, from the
formation of the Company to the present day. Having seen
some of the world’s most technical and reliable engines
the coach taking us some 15 miles across to Tissington
broke down, clearly not powered by Rolls Royce engine.
Tucked away in the Peak District’s wild rolling hills lies the
Tissington Estate. Eight generations of the FitzHerbert
family have lived in this beautiful Jacobean Mansion,
which presides over a quintessentially English village,
complete with duck pond and village green. We were met
by our host for the afternoon Sir Richard Fitzherbert Bt,
4th baronet and now owner of the magnificent and modest
Hall and Estate. After a congenial welcome and

introduction from Sir Richard together with a most
appetizing light lunch we split into two groups and were
given an extensive tour of the house together with many an
amusing anecdote. Later Sir Richard took us to view some
the eight fabulously decorated wells, showed us around his
gardens and answer a plethora of associated questions
before we returned to the hall for tea.

The history of Tissington can be traced back as far as 1086,
when it is mentioned as Tizinctun in the Domesday Book,
among the possessions of Henry de Ferrers. Evidence of even
earlier occupation of the area is amply afforded by the results
of excavations in the neighbourhood, which have disclosed
Bronze Age human remains, Anglo Saxon burials, and earlier

Liveryman Linda Smith
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“Jack” died on May 21st 2010, some two weeks
short of his 94th Birthday.

Jack was born in Leicestershire in 1916 and was I believe my
Grandfather, Shirley Ellis’s second cousin, although I have
yet to work out on the Ellis family tree exactly who his father
was.
Jack was educated at Uppingham School and he joined the
family business of F Ellis Hosiery based in Leicester in 1933.
He went off to serve in the war in 1939 reaching the rank of
Major in the Royal Artillery. Both his father and his brother
were killed during the war so in 1945 he returned to run the
family business solo.
He joined the Livery by redemption in 1953 and was a fully
paid up member all his life. That life was spent in two halves
as Jack’s other passion was his 700 acre farm in Mileham in
Norfolk.
His working week was split between the hosiery business,
comprising some three factories, and the farm, travelling
between each up to four times a week. The two were kept
quite separate in Jack’s world.
On a number of occasions Jack was warned by his financial
advisers that he should close F Ellis Hosiery before
bankruptcy loomed, however Jack was determined to make
it work and couldn’t bear the thought of laying off even a
single employee. His determination paid diviends with his
employees showing him as much loyalty as he had shown
them. The firm survived to eventually be sold to Chilprufe
and now I believe is part of the Shadowline Group.
Jack was a renowned yatchsman specialising in racing
dinghies off the north Norfolk coast. He skied every year of
his life until too old and played a good standard of rugby into
his late fifties, then taking up refereeing to keep himself fit.
Jack’s first wife was Barbara. They had two children, Robin
and Elizabeth, both of whom survive him. He and Barbara
divorced and Barbara died some three years ago.
He is survived by his second wife Anne who sadly is in a
nursing home suffering from Alzheimers.
TI'would like to thank the Master for asking me to write these
few words as it has given me the opportunity to find out about
a distant relative of whom I knew almost nothing.

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PME Nicholas Corah

A highly respected local
personality who was returning to
the county as guest of honour for a
charity's anniversary event, PM.E
George Nicholas Corah O.B.E died
in a motor accident at
Empingham on Wednesday 1st
September. He was 78.

For the past three years he and his
wife Penny had been living in
Burnham Market, Norfolk, yet he
returned frequently to support
organisations with which he had
been closely involved.

Born into a textile family (Corahs was
founded in 1820), Nicholas was
Chairman for 20 years. He was the
fifth member of his family to become
Master of the Worshipful Company of
Framework Knitters in 1990,
following his brother Patrick.

He was the last High Sheriff of the
merged counties of Leicestershire
and Rutland, as well as a Deputy
Lieutenant of Leicestershire and then
Rutland.

Laurence Howard, the present Lord
Lieutenant of Rutland said: "If he set
out to do something he would
achieve it and he raised huge
amounts of money for charitable
causes and was very well-known and
liked."

In 2007 Nicholas headed a team
which raised millions of pounds
(including much of the cost of the
David Wilson Library) for the
University of Leicester - where he
served as pro-chancellor from 2004 to
2008 and received an honorary
degree of doctor of laws in 2008.

In 1998 Nicholas became first
chairman of the Heart of the National
Forest Foundation, which was
allocated 1,000 acres of derelict land
in West Leicestershire. The site would
become possibly the largest
environmental regeneration area in
the country.

"Nicholas remained as Chairman of
the Foundation until 2006 by which
time he had raised almost £20m. West
Leicestershire has become a place
where people want to live and work
and that is all down to Nicholas" says
the present chairman Stephen
Woolfe. The O.B.E was awarded for
this special effort.

Leicestershire Cares was founded by

Nicholas in 2000.It was an initiative
within Business in the Community,
providing for employee volunteering.
But its importance within
Leicestershire is far wider for it was
the start of the intense period of
regeneration which was predominant
over the next 7 or 8 years and which
has transformed our City and County.
He was travelling to the city to
celebrate the tenth anniversary of this
charity when the accident occured.
Over 500 people attended the
excellent memorial service at
Leicester Cathedral.

Summoned to
the Palace

On 25th September our instructions
were to meet at Buckingham Palace at
10.45. Who would refuse that
invitation? Fifteen liverymen and
their guests attended under the
guidance of the Master and under the
leadership of Linda Smith.
The State Apartments are magnificent.
They form the heart of the working
palace and demonstrate the best of
British culture and history from the
18th century right up to the present
day with a unique exhibition showing
in some detail the Queen’s very busy
year. Particularly the State Dining
Room and the Ballroom are more than
impressive and all the rooms are
lavishly furnished with some of the
greatest treasures from the Royal
Collection.
It was a delight to finish with coffee
and a chance to walk through the
Palace grounds. Then off to The Blue
Posts pub for lunch.

David Elson

David Elson, Ruddington
Framework Knitters’ Museum
Chairman of Trustees since March
2002, died suddenly on the 1st July,
aged 70. A Trustee since 1990,
David will be very much missed by
his friends and colleagues at the
museum.

David had just returned from a strenuous
caravan holiday in Europe and, as was
typical, he responded cheerfully to a
request to stand in for a museum
colleague to give a talk to a local group.
Taken suddenly ill immediately
afterwards, an ambulance was called, but
tragically David did not recover.
Formerly Head of the Department of
Fashion and Textiles at Nottingham Trent
University, David worked tirelessly
supporting the museum, acquiring a
Lottery Grant and raising funds to
purchase the Chapel house which the
Jack Smirfitt library.

He was an active member of the Textile
Institute, and President of the
Nottingham Textile Society; also a
member of Bursaries Committee of the
Framework Knitters Company.

One of his most spectacular
achievements was to instigate the year-
long 400 anniversary celebrations of the
invention of the stocking frame by the
RevWilliam Lee. An important legacy of
this enterprise was the Lee 400
Educational Trust.

An important part of David’s life was his
work as a Church of England Licensed
Reader. At his funeral his church
colleagues spoke of David as being ‘a dear
friend, a very special man, larger than life,
who was much appreciated.

A magistrate, a Rotarian, school governor,
member of many organizations, David
made a remarkable contribution to many
aspects of society during his life. We are
very grateful to him for the devoted
service he gave to the Ruddington
Framework Knitters Museum. We offer
our sincere condolences to Ann, David’s
wife.

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The Worshipful
Company of
Needlemakers

Granted its Livery in 1656, the
Needlemakers is one of the City of
London Livery Companies which
sprang from ancient craft guilds. It
is Number 65 in the order of
precedence of the Livery
Companies of the City, following
one behind the Framework
Knitters Company.

Needlemaking is said to date from the
time of Adam and Eve, who sewed fig
leaves together. The earliest known
needles date from the Stone Age and
the earliest metal ones from the
Bronze and Iron Ages with needles
being manufactured in London from
at least the 15th century.

By the late 16th and early 17th
centuries needle making was carried
out in various areas of London. Many
workshops were to be found in the
buildings on London Bridge and
around the bridgeheads, others were
on the outskirts of the City,
particularly Whitechapel, but the craft
was still not organised on a guild basis.
However, anyone who wished to trade
or manufacture within the limits of the
City had to be Free of the City and one
qualification for that was the Freedom

of a Livery Company.

As aresult needlemakers joined many
Companies including the
Blacksmiths, the Drapers, the
Merchant Taylors, the Dyers, the
Tallow Chandlers and the

Ironmongers, in order to be admitted
to the Freedom of the City. As it was
impossible to control the quality of
workmanship or materials, or to
restrict the number of apprentices or
the importation of needles from
abroad John Hobcroft and his fellow
needlemakers banded together,
collected sufficient funds, and
petitioned the Lord Mayor and the
Court of Alderman to form a Company
of their own. This was when Oliver
Cromwell was Lord Protector and it
was he who granted the Letters Patent
of 10 November 1656, which
incorporated the Needlemakers
Company. The Needlemakers and the
Framework Knitters, are the only two
City of London Livery Companies to
have a Cromwellian incorporation.

On the restoration of the monarchy,
Charles II granted Letters Patent on 9
February 1664. The craft became
organised on very strict guild lines and
a real effort was made to establish a
firm industrial structure. The
Company was granted the right of
search, within certain limits of the
City, for needles and materials of
inferior workmanship and the
destruction of any such goods found.

In October 1873, the Company
appeared to be on the verge of
extinction, when the Clerk reported
that 19 men had applied for admission
to the Company. The Company
quickly revived and established good
relations with the needle industry in
the Midlands and in 1876 a ceremonial
visit was made to Redditch. The
practice began of awarding prizes for
new inventions in tool making and
machine processing. Within the City of
London the Company set out to
encourage education particularly in
technical aspects and it supported the
City and Guilds of London Institute, as
well as providing scholarships and
exhibitions at the City of London
Schools.

The Company is proud of its affiliation
with and support for the Third
Battalion, The Princess of Wales’s
Royal Regiment, known as the ‘Tigers’.
Each year The Needlemaker’s Sword is
presented to the young officer who, in
the opinion of the Commanding
Officer, has made the most
outstanding contribution during the
year.

The principal aims of the company are
now to provide a link to the industry
and its modern offshoots; to dispense
charitable funds to deserving causes;
to maintain links with the City and
other Livery Companies; to support
the Lord Mayor and to create a friendly
environment in which likeminded
people may socialise. Itis governed by
its Master and Court of Assistants.

A gentle swell rocked HQS
Wellington as  members
enjoyed drinks on deck during
a sunny July evening.

Over sixty of the Livery attended this
event, including eleven past masters.
History surrounded the Master and
guests as they enjoyed an excellent
meal in the Mess. Trophies and
plaques revealed significant events
and dates.

Eleswhere corridors were lined with
interesting and historic photographs.

Continuing the nautical theme
established at our Court dinner on
HQS Wellington the evening before,
our Master led an intrepid group of
23 Framework Knitters and their
families on a visit to HMS Belfast.

Our Master’s godfather Lieutenant
Jack Britain served on HMS Belfast
and was the Supply Officer when the
ship was on Russian Convoy duty.
The two brass vases on the Altar in
the Chapel were given in his memory
by our Master’s parents & another
couple (all four being ex Royal Navy)
The ship itself, which was launched
on 17 March 1938, was built at
Harland and Wolff, and indeed bears
the motto “Pro Tanto Quid” of the
city whence she took her maiden

voyage and name. HMS Belfast
helped sink the Scharnhorst in the
Battle of the North Cape on 26
December 1943, thus helping secure
passage for the Artic convoys.

HMS Belfast was amongst the very
first British ships to go into action off
Korea in 1951, bombarding in
support of retreating South Korean
and American troops only eleven
days after the North Korean invasion.
The Korean War itself has often been
described as “the forgotten war” -
forgotten that is, by all except the
soldiers who fought so gallantly in
engagements such as Imjin River,
particularly the Glosters, Fusiliers
and Royal Ulster Rifles, and this was
the last time Belfast fired her
formidable guns in anger.

It was interesting to be reminded
that, as a flagship, it has two bridges,
one for the Captain, who
commanded the ship, the other for
the Admiral, who commanded and
gave strategic direction to the Fleet,
whilst not interfering in the running
of the ship. The reason why so many
yeomen of signals wore fireproof
hoods was because the
superstructure, as the Command
nerve centre of the vessel, was a
prime target for the enemy, and
ratings and NCOs might have to
